German meteorologists had assumed the
invasion wouldn't take place when it did due to the forecast of unfavorable conditions but the decision to delay by a day ultimately meant the Allies
avoided the unexpected gales that did arrive on June 5 and gave them a window of opportunity to successfully carry out the invasion. The window of
opportunity for the invasion couldn’t have been any smaller. Had the Allies waited any longer the Germans would have spotted the build up of troops
on the British coast, and soon after the operation the French coast was lashed by some of the worst storms in decades. The fates of millions of lives
and the course of the war were resting on Stagg’s decision and ultimately it paid off, as Eisenhower explained to Walter Cronkite in a potent CBS
interview from 1964.
